First-degree burn

& first-degree burn, such as a sunburn,
damages the top layer of slan called the
epidertris. This type of superficial burn
usually turns the skin red and causes some
pain that can be treated with cold-water
dressings.
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Second-degree burn

Second-degree burns cause blisters damaoing
both the epidertnis and parts of the dertis.

Third-degree burn

Damaging all layers of slan, third-degree burns
are usually receiwved in fires.
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
